9.  What is your campaign strategy (mail, media, etc.)? 
Direct Mail: We believe that turnout will be low in terms of voter enthusiasm. Our targeting is based on a turnout model we believe

will closely resemble actual voting households in South Orange County.

With budget considerations in mind, we have created the tightest universes possible that meet the projected turnout for June 2022. Our main contact universe represents the highest propensity households in District 5 with a slightly wider universe for our Democratic base. Due to the high percentage of households voting by mail, we will frontload most of our plan to capture these voters.

Messaging: The simultaneous goals of Sherine’s mail program will be to introduce her to a huge new set of voters, build positive name ID among her targeted base, amplify her digital and field operations, and work in-tandem with these efforts to persuade voters she’s the right candidate for South OC. The mail program will be crucial to getting her name, vision, accomplishments, and plan directly into the hands of voters as often as possible. We will persuade likely voting households with Sherine’s biography and background, specifically focusing on her story, highlighting her experience in education, her advocacy for parents and teachers and the need for change and new leadership on the board. Her personal story and details on her education plan will make her the best voice for residents. We will feature a contrast message against the incumbent highlighting their wasteful spending and a policy contrast that convinces voters the incumbent deserves to be fired.
